ARTICLE V

Membership

Section 1.
A list of the membership of the club will be kept and maintained by the Secretary of the club.  The treasurer will annually forward to the Young Democrats of North Carolina, at the current rate for membership, fee for each Active and Associate member.

Section 2.
The official membership list of the dues-paid members of the Young Democrats of Mecklenburg County, as kept by the Secretary, shall be available for inspection and copying at reasonable times by any dues paid member of the Young Democrats of Mecklenburg County.

ARTICLE V

Officers

Section 1.
The following shall be the duties of the President:  To appoint committees; to see that the committees carry out their responsibilities; to stand at the head of the club; to preside at all meetings of the club and the Executive Committee, and; to serve as ex-officio member of all committees.

Section 2.
The following shall be the duties of the First Vice President:  To preside when the President cannot be present; and to assist the President in carrying out the directions and purposes of the club.

Section 3.
The following shall be the duties of the Second Vice President:  To preside when neither the President nor Vice President can be present, and; to assist the President and First Vice President in carrying out the directions and purposes of the club.

Section 4.
The following shall be the duties of the Third Vice President:  To preside when neither the President, Vice President, nor Second Vice President can be present, and; to assist the President, First Vice President, and Second Vice President in carrying out the directions and purposes of the club.

Section 5. 
The following shall be the duties of the Secretary:  To record minutes of all club meetings including the Executive Committee meetings and keep accurate records of all club activities; to forward to the Young Democrats of North Carolina (YDNC) a copy of the current constitution for chartering purposes; to maintain the membership roll of the club; to prepare and send out notices of the meetings and answer all correspondence; to prepare and send out letters or e-mails welcoming new members, and; to prepare and send out the newsletter or timely e-mail.

Section 6.
The following shall be the duties of the Treasurer:  To keep an accurate record of all dues and other monies received and of all expenses paid; to prepare monthly and annual financial reports to be presented to the finance committee of the club; to be responsible for collection of dues; to see that all bills are paid on time, and; to present itemized statements of monies received and spent in each club newsletter.

Section 7.
Recall Election procedures are as follows:

A. A recall election may be held for any officer for any of the following causes:

1. Willful or habitual neglect or refusal to perform the duties of his or her office.

2. Willful misconduct or mal-administration in office.

3. Corruption

B. The Procedures for Recall Elections are as follows:

1. A complaint setting forth full details and the grounds for recall shall be filed in writing with the executive Committee.

2. Said complaint must be filed by three eligible voting members of the club.

3. Upon receiving said complaint, the Executive Committee shall appoint a three person council of review from the voting members of the club to hear and investigate said complaint and shall designate one person as chairperson to act as the presiding officer of the review council.

4. The council of review shall conduct all necessary hearings to inquire into the charges.  The officer, and complaining parties, may appear before the council of review for the purpose of presenting relevant information to the council.  The chairperson shall be the final arbiter on any question of relevance.  No hearing shall be conducted without ten days’ written notice of the hearing to the accused officer and to the complaining parties.

C. Should a majority of the council of review deem the removal of the officer necessary, then the council of review shall recommend his or her removal from office to the voting members of the club.

D. A two-thirds vote of the members present at the meeting according to ARTICLE VIII, Section 3 of the Constitution is required for removal from office to the voting members of the club.

Section 7.
Record procedures are as follows:

A. It shall be the duty of the outgoing President to prepare a year end 

report covering the club’s activities for the year, along with a list of committees, officers and committee members.  This year end report shall be distributed by printed or electronic media to the membership at the end of the year.

B. It shall be the duty of all outgoing officers to turn over to their successors records for the preceding years.

C. An outgoing Treasurer shall transfer all financial records, and other monies to the incoming Treasurer within ten (10) days of transfer of duty.

ARTICLE VII

Committees

Section 1.
 Public Policy Committee. 

A. The purpose of the Public Policy Committee is as follows: To maintain information regarding the Legislative Issues promoted by the Young Democrats of Mecklenburg County.
B. To be responsible for surveying members of the organization to ascertain a list of Legislative Issues that are of concern to them.
C. To, if the capacity of this committee is sufficient, attempt to determine what the most important voting issues are to the public at large.
Section 2.
The Constitutional and Bylaw Committee.  
A. The purpose of the Constitutional and Bylaw Committees is as follows:  To review the Constitution and Bylaws.

B. To recommend any necessary changes.
Section 3.
The Audit Committee.  
A. The purpose of the Audit Committee is to audit the financial status of the previous administration.

Section 4.
The Election Committee.  
A. The purpose of the Election Committee is as follows:  To preside over and supervise the conduct of all elections for officers; to determine that written ballots are given only to those members whose names appear on the certified list furnished by the Secretary of the club of those entitled to vote; to count the votes at the elections and to certify the winners to the President of the club orally at the meeting at which elections are held.
B. To maintain the YDMC involvemt in national, state and local elections by researching Democratic candidates; coordinate all voter registration, get out the vote, and canvassing campaigns deemed necessary and appropriate by the Executive Board.
Section 5.
The Finance and Fundraising Committee.  
A. The purpose of the Finance  and Fundraising Committee is as follows:  To prepare the budget for the year; to get an updated budget regularly, and; the Club Treasures is an ex-officio member.

B. To maintain a Donor Database.
C. To organize any fundraising event deemed necessary and appropriate by the Executive Board.
Section 6.
The Membership Committee.  
A. The purpose of the Membership Committee is as follows:  To set yearly membership goals
B. To obtain new members for the club in order to meet set membership goals.
C. To encourage current members to maintain active membership.
D. The Minority Affairs Subcommittee.  The Minority Affairs Subcommittee shall be responsible for promoting membership and active involvement in the Young Democrats of Mecklenburg County by members of minority groups and shall foster discussion of issues of particular concern to members of minority groups.
Section 7.
The Communications and Publicity Committee.  
A. The purpose of the Communications and Publicity Committee is as follows:  To publicize the club and its activities through newspapers and other media outlets of time and place of regular meetings and special events as requested by the other committees and Executive Board. 
B. To aid in publishing the club newsletter or e-mail listserv.
Section 9.
 The Civic Engagement and Special Events Committee.
A. The purpose of the Civic Engagement and Special Events Committee is as follows: To receive event requests deemed appropriate by the Executive Board from all other committees for events that promote civic engagement by members of the Mecklenburg county community and or members of the YDMC, and to plan said events.
B. To plan special events for the members of the YDMC which promote active membership.

ARTICLE VIII

Meetings

The President of this organization shall publish notice of the meeting for the purpose of

electing officers to be communicated to all members at their addresses shown on the

membership list at least ten days prior to such meeting.

ARTICLE IX

Dues

Dues for each Active and for each Associate member will be $20.00  per year.  Honorary 

members will not be required to pay dues.
